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RKFQ 2062 Introduction to Fiqh (3 credit hours)
(old code is RKFQ 2060)
The content of this course is divided into two major parts: the concept of fiqh and the history of fiqh. The first part deals with some key concepts, such as the meaning of fiqh and Shari`ah, their characteristics, objectives, sources and general rules. The second part deals with the main features of the historical development of Islamic Legal Thought from the period of Risalah until our present time. The primary focus in the first part is on the meaning and concept of fiqh, while the second part emphasizes its dynamism.

The course aims to:
1. Familiarize the students, with the concept, structure and terminology of  fiqh.

2. Examine factors, which led to the development of Islamic legal Thought as well as its stagnation.

3. Enable the students to gain an awareness of the relevance of Islamic Law to the contemporary needs of Muslim societies.
RKFQ 2161 Introduction to Usul al-Fiqh (3 credit hours)
(old code is RKFQ 2160)
This course concentrates on the history, indicators and methodological principles of Islamic jurisprudence (fiqh). It describes the origin and development of Islamic legal theory.  It traces the efforts made by the leading Muslim legal theorists in explaining the ways that human mind can interact with the revelation. Likewise, it focuses on the methods of reasoning adopted by various schools of jurisprudence to expound the Islamic law. The course also discusses theories on the objectives of Shari` ah (Maqasid al-Shari‘ah) and emphasizes the need for ijtihad and its role in harmonizing the requirements of the Muslim’s contemporary life with the imperatives of the Qur`an  and Sunnah.

The course aims to:

1. Provide the students with general knowledge of the meaning and function of Usul al-Fiqh in regulating the process of ijtihad.

2. Familiarize the students with the origin and development of Islamic legal theory.

3. Give the students a grounding about the meaning of   the rules of law (al-Ahkam) together with the methods of deriving them from the revealed sources. 

4. Familiarize the students with some of the major methodological problems and issues debated in Usul al-Fiqh and highlight the possibilities of practical application of Usul methodologies to their respective fields of specialization.

5. Help the students to understand and appreciate the relationship between revelation and reason.
RKGS 2010 Creative Thinking and Problem Solving (3 credit hours)
This course deals with various issues in creative thinking and problem solving. It focuses on the concept of thinking in Islam, Islamic approaches to creative, critical and objective thinking, creative thinking skills, barriers to creativity, and thinking fallacies. It also touches on problem solving and some of Muslim contributions to creativity.
The course aims to:

1. Acquaint students with meanings, objectives, and importance of creative thinking and problem solving.

2. Equip students with styles of thinking, skills and techniques of problem solving.

3. Introduce students to Muslim contributions in the fields of creativity and creative thinking.
RKQS 1030 Revelation as Source of Knowledge (3 credit hours)
The course will discuss the meaning, nature and main features of Divine Revelations (namely the Qur’Én and Sunnah of the Prophet, peace be upon him), and their important place as the sources of knowledge, thought and civilization in Islam apart from being the main sources of all aspects of Islamic Law. It will focus mainly on the role and contribution of Divine Revelations for the development of knowledge and science, and of the institution of learning and education in Islamic civilization, and lastly the process of Islamization of knowledge.
The course aims to:

1. To acquaint the students with the reality that the Qur’Én and Sunnah, as revelations, constitute two inseparable sources of knowledge, thought and civilization.

2. To convince the students that the Sunnah of the Prophet (p.b.u.h) represents constructive methodology towards a comprehensive understanding of the message and teachings of the Qur’Én. The Sunnah does not come to contradict nor abrogate the Qur’Én.

3. To make the students aware of the fact that none will appreciate the revelation as source of knowledge unless one fully comprehends its message and teachings as embodied in the Qur’Én and the Sunnah of the Prophet (p.b.u.h).

4. To acquaint the students with the concept of knowledge and science from the Islamic perspective, and to make them aware of the fact that science, which is detached from religious guidance, will ultimately bring about all forms of corruption (fasÉd) to humanity.

5. To acquaint the students with the concept and philosophy of Islamic education as opposed to the secular system of education.
RKQS 1051 Reflections on Prophetic History (3 credit hours)
(old code is RKQS 1050 Fiqh al-Sirah)
This course deals with some of the important dimensions of the Prophet’s life and mission, such as: Need of the institution of the Prophethood; the selection of  Arabian Peninsula for raising the Last Prophet; comparison between old as well as modern Jāhilīyyah; Prophet Muhammad (s.a.w.) as the Perfect Example for the entire humanity; Challenges the Prophet had faced from the Quraysyh, Jews and Munāfiqūn; the Hijrah; Jihād; Islamic society of Madīnah; Farewell Address; Orientalists and their approach towards the Prophet (s.a.w.). This course is not explicitly of historical nature, but of analytical one leading to the understanding of contemporary relevance of the Prophet’s (s.a.w.) life and mission.

The course aims to:

1. To help the students develop an in-depth understanding of contemporary relevance of Prophet Muhammad’s (s.a.w.) mission 

2. To acquaint the students with the true meaning and application of Hijrah and Jihād.

3. To enlighten the students on approach of old as well as modern opponents of the Prophet (s.a.w.).
RKQS 2011 Sciences of Qur’an (3 credit hours)
(old code is RKQS 2010)
This course deals with the basic issues and principles which lead to the true understanding of the Qur’Én.  The main issues to be focused on in this course include historical background of Sciences of the Qur’Én, waÍy, revelation of the Qur’Én, the compilation of the Qur’Én, MakkÊ and MadanÊ Revelations, Background of Revelation, ÓyÉt MuÍkamÉt and ÓyÉt MutashÉbihÉt, AmthÉl and AqsÉm in the Qur’Én, Naskh in the Qur’Én, inimitability of the Qur’Én, commentary of the Qur’Én and the schools of tafsÊr in different ages, and co-relationship between ÉyÉt.

The course aims to:

1. To help the students develop an in-depth understanding of basic principles and issues related to the message of the Qur’Én.

2. To familiarize the students with appropriate methodology to understand the Qur’Én.

3. To strengthen the students’ relationship with the Qur’Én.

RKQS 2021 Sciences of Hadith (3 credit hours)
(old code is RKQS 2020)
The course will focus on the basic and preliminary terms in ÍadÊth; such as ÍadÊth, sunnah, khabar, athar, etc. Development of sciences of ÍadÊth, the status of sunnah in IslÉm, ÍadÊth compilation and its preservation, the system of isnÉd (chain of narrators) classification of ÍadÊth, fabrication in ÍadÊth: its causes and the methods of dealing with them; famous ÍadÊth treatises, especially the six ÍadÊth canonical collections (al-kutub al-sittah), MuwaÏÏa’ of ImÉm MÉlik, Sunan al-DÉrimÊ and Musnad ImÉm AÍmad ibn ×anbal.

The course aims to:

1. To make the students aware of the status of ÍadÊth and sunnah in IslÉm.

2. To familiarize the students with the methodology of dealing with the issues related to ÍadÊth.

3. To develop in the students an in-depth understanding of the contribution of the Islamic scholars towards the preservation of the authenticity of ÍadÊth literature.
RKUD 3010 Islamic Aqidah (3 credit hours)
This course deals with the basic foundation of the Islamic ‘aqÊdah within the context of a holistic view of the universe, from the perspective of tawÍÊd. The course also stresses on the sources of ‘aqÊdah and its objectives. Within this framework, students are expected to learn the methodology of reasoning in dealing with issues concerning ‘aqÊdah. This course also aims at guiding students to grasp certain religious key-concepts such as dÊn, ÊmÉn, iÍsÉn, fiÏrah, truth, ikhtiyÉr and amÉnah (responsibility of actions).
The course aims to:

1. Highlight the fundamentals and elements of Islamic Worldview

2. Expound the principles and characteristics of Islamic ‘AqÊdah
3. Relate the significance of the Qur’Én, Sunnah and tawÍÊd  to Islamic Worldview and  ‘AqÊdah
4. Discuss the challenges from within the Muslim Ummah as well as coming from outside the Ummah
RKUD 3020 Islamic Ethics (3 credit hours)

This Course discusses Ethics from the Qur’ānic and Sunnah perspectives where such notions as Íusn al-khuluq, khuluqin ‘aÐÊm and makārim al-akhlāq will be studied. Muslim scholars’ works on Ethics will be discussed. Western theories will also be highlighted as comparatives. Contemporary ethical issues will be analyzed too.
The course aims to:

1. Highlight the significant of ethics 

2. Discuss the fundamentals of Islamic Ethics

3. Explain some theories of ethics as presented by prominent Western scholars of Ethics

4. Examine the significance of ethics in Islam

5. Appraise the practice of Islamic ethics in contemporary Muslim society
RKUD 3030 Methods of Da’wah (3 credit hours)
This course deals with da‘wah as a “science” which comprises of subject matter, methods and objectives. It will study the da‛wah methodologies of the prophets as well as other methodologies that developed in history. It also introduces the integrated approaches of Revealed Knowledge and Social Sciences for contemporary application of da‘wah within the context of different ethnicities and belief systems.
The course aims to:

1. Study the approaches of da‘wah in the Qur’Én and the Sunnah 

2. Examine the methodologies of da‘wah of the other prophets. 

3. Expose students to scientific approaches to da‘wah 

4. attempt to inculcate the consciousness towards da‘wah works among the students.  

5. highlight social realities in the works of da‘wah.

6. employ the methods learnt to their da‘wah activities
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
